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The Old "Mahoning" Pioneer Cemetery, located on Mahoning Avenue, in Warren,
Trumbull Co., Ohio is believed to be the oldest "public" cemetery in the Western
Reserve. Henry Lane Jr. donated this land for the sole purpose of a public burial
ground.

Members of the Trumbull County Genealogical Society have dedicated
themselves to preserving the Old Mahoning (Pioneer) Cemetery, located behind
the Akronds Chi | doneMaliorsing AwesThis boaklet is part of the
Pioneer Cemetery preservation project undertaken by the Trumbull County
Genealogical Society in 2003.

A complete inventory of the cemetery, which included cleaning, measuring,
photographing and assessing the condition of each stone, has been done.
General clean-up days are held regularly and with the help of Boy Scout Troop 15
the split rail fence, and entrance walkway have been replaced and a new sign
erected. Old stones have been up-righted and new stones were put in for seven
of the War of 1812 veterans.
